Haslet Registered Voters approved the Proposition on the May 7, 2016 Special Election com-

bined ballot to reallocate the current one half of one percent (0.5%) sales and use tax allocated 

to the Haslet Economic Development Corporation (HEDC – Type A) to one-quarter of one 

percent (0.25%) and to allocate the other one-quarter of one percent (0.25%) by the adoption of 

a local sales and use tax at a rate of one-quarter of one percent (0.25%) to provide revenue for 

maintenance and repair of municipal streets.
